IMPORTANT: The essay will determine if you qualify for a personal interview.  Essays with fewer spelling and grammatical
errors will receive higher scores.  Remember that “spell check” does not catch everything.  It is perfectly fine to
ask a friend, family member, teacher, etc. to review your essay.
